Welcome to the Australian Communities Foundation’s
Annual Report for 2010-11. This is the first annual report
from Australian Communities Foundation under its new
name and refreshed visual identity. Following on from
the previous 13 annual reports as Melbourne Community
Foundation, this report evidences our commitment to
transparency and public accountability

The theme running through this year’s report is diversity:

e We demonstrate the diversity of our role as Australia’s
premier community foundation, not only encompassing
grantmaking but also convening, leading and building
an endowment for the future.

e We profile the diversity of our donors, of their
passions and interests and of the resulting diversity
in grantmaking. The breadth of grants across issues,
themes and geographies continues to grow and reflect
donors’ focus.

* We highlight the range of products and services for
donors: named sub-funds, Gumnut accounts, bequests
and the different levels of engagement donors can
have with us and each other.

e We demonstrate the capacity of workplace giving to
engage staff, support communities and create positive
change and give life to organisational values and brand.

This diversity is represented in the design of Australian
Communities Foundation’s new logo: the variable width of
the lines at the top reflecting the differing donor interests
and size of donations; convening in the middle through
the Foundation, using its structure, knowledge and the
community of donors to emerge as grants out to a wide
variety of causes and organisations.

The response to the new name has been very positive,

with recognition that it more accurately reflects the current
work and scope of the Foundation. Feedback on the name
change has also acknowledged the vision, as Australia’s
premier community foundation it positions us well for
future growth as a national entity.

But despite the change, our job is the same - to link donors
with community needs and social issues on a national and
state basis, as well as overseas as we continue to set the
benchmark for best-practice philanthropic services and
products in Australia. We also maintain a place based focus
on Melbourne through the Melbourne Community Fund and
the MacroMelbourne initiative.

During the 12 months to 30 June 2011 Australian
Communities Foundation welcomed 16 new donor sub-
funds and 13 Gumnut accounts. The Foundation made
over 320 grants totalling approximately $2.5 million.
MacroMelbourne generated a further $530,000 from

other trusts and organisations which went directly to the
MacroMelbourne projects. We were also highly active on
the event front, with a number of successful and thought-
provoking donor sessions, as well as the inaugural Ethics in

Philanthropy debate, held in conjunction with Federation
Square and Melbourne Writers Festival.

The Foundation continued to be active as a leader in

the public arena, with government, within the sector

and within the broader community. We have consulted
extensively with Treasury on the review of the guidelines
for public ancillary funds and on the new national not

for profit regulator. We completed our consultancy work
for the Victorian Office of the Community Sector on the
Community Foundation Initiative, and we have participated
in a wide range of community, professional and business
fora as advocates for philanthropy and particularly for
community foundations, as effective and powerful enablers
of giving and supporting community.

In addition to the sustained growth in philanthropic and
donor activities, the Foundation was also investing in

its own capacity to continue to innovate and improve
efficiency. The year saw a re-build of the website, our
foray into social media and the introduction of the on-
line donor portal. We also entered a new partnership

with ComputerShare Fund Services, which is an exciting
development that will significantly strengthen the
Foundation’s capacity and enhance donor services.
ComputerShare will be providing our sub-fund unit registry
system, and more enhancements to donor services will be
forthcoming in the next few months.

So | hope you enjoy reading this report. | would like to
express my sincere thanks and appreciation to all Australian
Communities Foundation’s donors, partners, our Chair

and Board, committee members and colleagues for your
vision, passion and commitment. We are looking forward to
another exciting, rewarding and challenging year together.

Forward thinking and commitment

to the vision of community
philanthropy

In 1997 community
philanthropy and
community foundations
were unknown concepts
in Australia.

When the founding
Board of Melbourne
Community Foundation
(MCF) agreed to
establish Australia’s first
independent community
foundation, it did so with
little other than a vision.
That vision was to build a
permanent fund, pooling
donations from generous
people who wanted to
build the capacity of the
community in which they
lived and operated.

With no local models
or experience to draw
on, the Board looked overseas, particularly to the USA
which had a long history of community foundation
development. Over time, it adapted the overseas
models to fit local needs.

For its first five years of operation, the Foundation
largely depended on volunteer time and a great deal
of in-kind support with some very part time staff
assistance. Convincing people to invest their charitable
dollars in a little known model, an organisation with no
track record and virtually no infrastructure, was a big
ask.

At the outset, the Board was driven by the imperative
of raising sufficient funds and momentum to give the
Foundation some credibility. At the time $5 million
was considered internationally to be the funds under
management needed to give a community foundation
an appearance of permanence and at the same time
enable it to develop a grantmaking program which, if
strategically undertaken, could make a real impact. |
suspect the $5 million threshold is still an important
one today.

Once this milestone was achieved, the Board moved
from being almost entirely focused on building the
funds under management to shifting the strategy

to becoming recognised as a leading and effective
community grantmaker. This involved becoming more
research driven and developing a range of initiatives
and projects designed to best meet community need in

identified areas and engage new and existing donors.
Through both iterations of its MacroMelbourne Initiative,
MCF provided the research that underpinned that work
and still does today.

As part of this approach, MCF came to be recognised
not only as a grantmaker, but also as a community
convenor, bringing together government, community
sector representatives and philanthropy to work
collectively on addressing identified community need.

This broader focus firmly embedded the Foundation in
the community and — in an increasingly complex and
crowded market — differentiated it from commercial
charitable gift funds and other competitive products.
It has also been instrumental in further building the
Foundation’s credibility and diverse donor base.

With nearly 200 sub-funds and Gumnut Accounts,
many of which have actively engaged advisery
committees, the Foundation now has a significant and
committed community of donors working to fulfil their
philanthropic dreams in their areas of interest.

As Australian Communities Foundation moves into its
next stage of development and growth, it is important
to reflect on its origins and ensure that its core vision is
maintained, albeit with a national focus.

Options for every donor

From July 2011 Australian Communities Foundation has
consolidated its philanthropic giving and will now operate
three primary charitable Trust Funds under its Trustee,
Australian Communities Foundation Limited. These are
Australian Communities Foundation (DGR Public Fund),
the Australian Communities Foundation Extension Fund
(Charitable Trust) and Australian Communities Foundation
Scholarship Fund (DGR Scholarship Trust).

Australian Communities Foundation Fund

The Australian Communities Foundation Fund is a public
fund endorsed as a Deductible Gift Recipient (DGR), and
an Income Tax Exempt Fund. Donations to this fund are
tax deductible. All grants from this fund must be made to
organisations endorsed as a DGR referred to in Item 1 of the
table in section 30-15 of the Income Tax Assessment Act
(ITAA) 1997,and must be income tax exempt.

Australian Communities Foundation
Extension Fund

The Australian Communities Foundation Extension Fund

is endorsed as a Tax Concession Charity (TCC). Donations
are non-tax deductible. This fund attracts bequests,
sponsorship from companies and other donations for which
a tax deduction is not sought. Any grants from this fund
can be made to charitable organisations or individuals/
organisations for charitable purposes.

Australian Communities Foundation
Scholarship Fund

The Australian Communities Foundation Scholarship
Fund is a public fund for the provision of educational
scholarships, prizes and bursaries. It is endorsed as an
Item 1 DGR and donations to this fund are tax deductible.

Within this legal Trust Fund structure, Australian
Communities Foundation offers donors a range of

options and products, for donors who are starting their
philanthropic journey, for those who want to establish large
funds in perpetuity, and everything in between.

Australian Communities Foundation provides one of the
best and easiest ways of establishing a perpetual source of
giving. The Foundation gives donors access to a network
of like minded people and extensive grantmaking skills.
Donors have the opportunity to experience the rewards

of giving during their lifetime or to leave a lasting legacy

— or both. Australian Communities Foundation offers
individuals, families, groups, corporations and not-for-
profit organisations an easy and satisfying way of giving
something of real value back to the communities that they
care about.

The products and services allow donors to work with the
Foundation to carry out their philanthropic activities.

Each donor has different aspirations and objectives for
their philanthropic fund and charitable giving. Most donors
have a long term view or wish perpetual value from their
donations. Their donation capacity and grantmaking
intentions vary either during their lifetime or through a
bequest.

Corporate donors also have diverse needs. Companies
want to establish an endowment fund that will continue to
grow and they also want to engage their staff in workplace
giving programs so they can use these donations to give
back into the community through grants in a short time
frame.

Sub-funds

With a minimum $20,000 initial donation, donors can
establish sub-funds in any of the trust funds operated

by Australian Communities Foundation. Sub-funds can

be named for a cause or after a donor. Sub-funds are
established in any of the trust funds, depending on whether
a donor wants a tax deductible or a non tax deductible
vehicle. Sub-funds are required to grow to a minimum

of $100,000, either through donations or a bequest.
Establishment is quick and efficient, a sub-fund can be up
and running within 24 hours.

Gumnut Accounts

Gumnut Accounts are philanthropic savings accounts that
donors can establish in any of the trust funds with $2,000 a
year minimum contributions. These donations can be made
via a regular direct debit facility and once the balance reaches
$20,000 they can be transferred into a named sub-fund.

Supporting foundations

A Supporting Foundation can be started with a minimum
of $1 million. Donors are not the trustee but a separate
Trust Fund is established with its own Trust Deed,
objectives and investment strategy. Donors can name a
supporting foundation either a ‘foundation’ or a ‘trust’.

A supporting foundation is a separate public fund under
the Australian Communities Foundation Trustee.

It can create its own sub-funds.

Corporate sub-funds and workplace giving

Business and organisations can establish branded
charitable sub-funds and engage their employees in a
workplace giving program where staff donations are
contributed pre-tax. Our model allows a company to
continue to do what it does best without the administrative
burden and demand on resources, maximising the use of
its philanthropic dollar. The Foundation assists companies
achieve their charitable giving objectives. We work with
businesses from the very beginning, helping establish the
company’s philanthropic mission and value statements,
providing guidelines for the operation of the sub-fund
and providing the expertise and knowledge to implement
grantmaking programs. Read about the Dina Grollo Fund

Bequests to a named sub-fund and/or the
Community Fund

Donors can leave a bequest in their Will to an existing sub-
fund, create a new sub-fund or donate to the Foundation’s
Community Fund. Australian Communities Foundation can
work with donors and their lawyers to create estate planning
strategies that will preserve your charitable legacy beyond
your lifetime. Australian Communities Foundation will use its
expertise and knowledge of the community to ensure that
grants will be made to a similar charity or cause, should it no
longer exist. Your gift will continue to give forever.

Donations to the Australian Communities
Foundation Community Fund

Tax deductible donations can be made to the Foundation’s
Community Fund. All grants made from this fund are
determined by the Board and generally directed to the
Foundation’s strategic initiatives.

Philanthropic consulting

Australian Communities Foundation offers philanthropic
advisery services for external donors who wish to access
the Foundation’s research and grantmaking expertise and
support. This includes providing tailored grant research,
due diligence and advice for Private Ancillary Funds (PAFs)

We are able to review and evaluate philanthropic
programs and operations and undertake feasibility
studies for prospective philanthropic initiatives, including
the establishment and development of new trusts and
foundations.

Last year we worked with the Stan Willis Trust to
implement its grantmaking program. The Trust supported
eight homework clubs or other community-based learning
programs in the Western suburbs of Melbourne.

Whittlesea Community Connection’s project, Women in Work
Community Enterprise operates a childcare service employing
women from refugee and migrant backgrounds.

Grantmaking program — addressing cultural,
environmental and social issues

In 2010-11, 79 of the Foundation’s 169 sub-funds (47%)
made 321 grants, totalling $2.49 million. The grants were
made across a wide range of cultural, environmental and
social areas at local, national and international levels.

A list of the grants is provided on page 20.

Both the total amount granted and the number of donors
making grants was smaller than in the previous year. There
is a range of reasons for this — a number of our donors
made very generous donations to the bush fire appeal

in 2009-10, pushing up the total amount granted for the
year, and several of our established donors made fewer
and smaller grants in 2010-11 than they had in the previous
year. It is interesting to note, however, that at the time of
preparing this report, a total of $610,000 in grants had
just been approved for the July grants round - the largest
amount ever granted by the Foundation in one month.

There was a remarkably similar distribution of grants across
the donors’ key areas of interest as there has been in the
previous year. The major difference was the increase in
both the amount granted and the percentage of funding

provided to disability related programs, which went from
1% to 9% of total funding. There were smaller increases in
the percentage of total funding which went to the arts,
culture and environment areas, and small decreases to the
community development, advocacy and health and medical
research areas.

Almost half of the grants made went to organisations
working in Greater Melbourne — this continues to reflect
the high level of support provided by donors to the
Foundation’s MacroMelbourne Initiative. There has also
been an increase in the percentage of funds going to
interstate based projects, largely a reflection of the
increasing number of the Foundation’s national corporate
sub-funds which are distributing through their employee
giving programs and a growing number of donors based
outside Victoria. There has been some decrease in the
percentage of funds going to international projects, due to
one or two key donors making fewer grants than they had
previously.

Australian Communities Foundation provides the engine,
and the products for philanthropic giving. Donors establish
sub-funds and with the support of the Foundation’s
knowledge and expertise, and grants are made to a diverse
range of organisations, locally, nationally and internationally.

Donor’s interests extend worldwide

$10,000 = Cost of one well in an Ethiopian village
1,000 = Population of the village
$10 = Cost per person to provide safe drinking

water to a villager for life

In 2001, Dr David Morawetz established the Social Justice
Fund as a sub-fund with an inheritance that he'd received
following the death of his father. David has always believed
that life is unfair, in particular because by pure chance some
people are born into very poor families, or families which
are less able to support and nurture them. He wanted to

do something, no matter how small, to reduce social and
economic injustice, and inequality of opportunity.

Over the past 10 years, the Social Justice Fund has made
over 160 grants, totalling approx $2 million.

A significant proportion of the grants from the fund go to
projects in developing countries, especially for safe drinking
water and girls’ and women’s education and income
earning opportunities.

Access to safe drinking water is needed to eliminate the
diseases, some of them potentially fatal, that are carried
in polluted water, and to free up the long hours that many
women and girls in developing countries have to spend
each day walking to fetch water.

Women'’s and girls’ education is funded because girls

are discriminated against in access to education in some
countries. In addition, once girls and women are educated,
they are more likely to have fewer children, which means
that they can devote more resources and attention to each
child, so each child is likely to have a better start in life. As
the saying goes: ‘You educate a man, you educate a person;
you educate a woman, you educate a family; you educate a
bunch of families, you educate a community’.

David believes a dollar granted in developing countries
often has a bigger impact in increasing the sum total of
human happiness than a dollar spent in richer countries.

David chose to set up the Social Justice Fund as a sub-fund
because he did not want the burden of all the important
administrative and compliance tasks associated with a
private foundation. He takes an active role in researching
and assessing grant applications before recommending
them to Australian Communities Foundation for approval.

He has established five criteria which grant applications
must fulfil. These are:

1. Does the money get there?

2. Does it make a significant difference to the lives of
some very disadvantaged people?

3. Is it cost-effective — do you get significant benefits for
small amounts of money?

4. s the project sustainable in the long term? In particular,
recipient organisations should operate together with
local organisations on the ground, building local
developing-country administrative capacities in the
process.

5. Are the beneficiaries consulted before, during and after
the project?

Where possible, David also visits projects, including (so far)
in Cambodia, Ethiopia, India, Laos, Nepal, the Philippines,
Tanzania and Uganda.

Grants from the Social Justice Fund to projects in
developing countries include the following:

e Safe drinking water and sanitation in Cambodia, East
Timor, Ethiopia, India, Laos, Nepal, Papua New Guinea,
the Solomon Islands and Sri Lanka.

e  Education of girls and women in Afghanistan,
Bangladesh, Cambodia, East Timor, Guatemala, India,
Indonesia, Laos, Malawi, Nepal, Tanzania, South Africa,
Uganda, Zambia, and in Thai refugee camps on the
border with Burma.

Grocon - donating nationally, giving locally

Over the past five years the Foundation has introduced
workplace giving and we now have national corporates
such as Grocon and Clemengers contributing to their sub-
funds from offices Australia wide and making grants to the
local communities in which they operate.

The Dina Grollo Community Fund was established in 2008
and distributes around $150,000 each year to various
charities.

In addition, the Grocon Workplace Giving Program
commenced in 2008. Funds raised by the program, which
operates at Grocon sites in Victoria, NSW and Queensland,
are matched by Grocon Pty Ltd. The first grants from

the program were made in 2009. Organisations to be
supported by the program are nominated by staff and
grants awarded to the organisations are directed towards
projects which support education and employment
opportunities for young people. This is in line with the Dina
Grollo Community Fund’s overall funding priorities. A more
targeted approach to grants from the workplace giving
program assists organisations to plan for new programs or
to direct grants to existing programs.

Each organisation has nominated a specific project, and
grants are used as follows:

e The Brotherhood of St Laurence (Victoria) for
employment and education programs in Footscray and
Doveton where Grocon currently has work sites.

at Chapel School, an accredited High School that
offers a flexible curriculum with a focus on literacy
and numeracy for young people disconnected from
mainstream education.

< Whitelion Victoria for the Preventative Education
Program supporting young people in the juvenile
justice and child protection systems

Diversity in grantmaking is evident in the Dina Grollo
Community Fund which, as well as supporting the Grocon
Workplace Giving Program, also provides funds for general
charitable services. Recent grant recipients include Home
Ground Services in Melbourne and Micah Projects in
Brisbane, both of which provide support to the homeless,
and the Children’s Protection Society in Melbourne.




Philanthropy - much more than the dollars

The Willmore Fund was established in 1999 to provide
educational opportunities for young people, with a
particular focus on supporting committed under privileged
students.

On Australia Day 2011 the Willmore Fund and Foundation
House (The Victorian Foundation for Survivors of Torture)
hosted a barbecue for a small group of men from Ethiopia
and the Congo who had been in Australia for two months.

It was their first excursion since their arrival in their new
country as refugees. All went well - the weather was perfect,
the sea was calm, the small ‘grass’ islands off the shore
where the tide was out and the shallows were safe, there
was a cool breeze blowing and the sun was not too hot. As
our donor said ‘I couldn’t have asked for a better day’.

Meeting such gentle people and hearing the harrowing
stories of their lives, their wait to be allocated a country
and then to come to our shores made me wonder why |
complained about the state of my ‘finances’. One of the
case workers who accompanied the men, ‘stripped off’

to swim; he hadn’t been in the sea since fleeing Ethiopia
25 years ago. The camps in Kenya where he has been for
so long are far from the sea. He was overwhelmed by the
experience and of course the memories that surfaced.
Others sat and gazed out to sea asking about the ships
travelling up the channel and watching the sailing boats in
the distance. Sometimes they sat alone dangling their legs
over the ‘walkway’ at the edge of the beach.

We talked about the Australian flags that were on the
table and | noticed two of them take them, wave them,
clutch them close and then take them home. This is now
their country and a beach barbeque and a flag seemed to
cement their place here so far from home.

| learnt that having been approved as refugees they have
no choice regarding where in the world they will be sent.
The ramifications of those choices made for them and the
strength they have to continue on after years and years
in refugee camps was a humbling experience and a great
reminder of how lucky we are in this country

— of drought and flooding rains.

After a handshake all round and an invitation to return
again soon | waved them farewell. This day was a privilege
for me and one that will live with me for a long time.

needed to establish a tax deductible fund for donations
and chose to do this as a sub-fund of the Australian
Communities Foundation, called the Hazel Rowley Literary
Fund. Establishing a fund has meant we can focus on

the activities we want to support, knowing the money
donated to Australian Communities Foundation is being
professionally managed and administered.

In the USA, The Biographers International Organisation
(BIO) has honoured Hazel with a scholarship fund in her
name which will help with attendance at their annual
conference. In February 2012 there will be a lecture and
dinner at Roosevelt House for Hazel.

Financial Report

The assets of Australian Communities Foundation,
Australian Communities Foundation Extension Fund,
Australian Communities Foundation Scholarship Fund,
the National Community Foundation and the National
Community Foundation Extension Fund are held in the
name of the trustee company, Australian Communities
Foundation Limited.

Investment Management

The Board of Australian Communities Foundation sets and
regularly reviews the asset mix for funds under investment.

All funds are placed under management with Australian
Communities Foundation’s investment manager according
to the mandate and service agreement. All investments are
held in the name of the Trustee. There is no custodian.

The asset mix may include equity, fixed interest, listed
hybrid securities, listed and unlisted trusts, unlisted private
equity, derivatives and cash.

The asset allocation tables below are based on professional
advice from its investment manager and are designed

to provide a benchmark or strategic asset allocation and
limits to the allowable tactical investment ranges for each
portfolio. The mix will vary over time in order to benefit
from opportunities and protect against downside risks.

Long Term Growth

The long-term growth investment option is the core
Foundation investment approach for building endowment
and generating annual income for distribution. The strategic
asset allocation is 80% growth assets and 20% cash or fixed
interest securities.

The investment objective of the long-term growth portfolio
is to achieve a total rate of return of at least 4% (after
investment fees) greater than the Consumer Price Index
(“CPI”) over a rolling seven year period.

Long Term Growth Portfolio — 80% Allocated to Growth Assets

Medium-term income investment

e The medium-term income investment approach is
designed primarily for two situations:

 where the intention of the sub-fund is to grant capital
as well as income and where the sub-fund may be
granted out within a shorter period of time, say 3-5
years; and

» flow-through giving programs, primarily workplace
giving, where employee contributions are distributed,
and corporate contributions are used to build the
endowment (the corporate contributions use the long-
term growth investment approach).

e The strategic asset allocation is predominately cash
and fixed income securities and targeted to have 15% in
growth assets (Australian equities and/or property).

e The investment objective of the medium-term income
portfolio is to achieve a total rate of return in excess of
the UBS Bank Bill Index (after investment fees) over a
rolling three year period.

Environmental, Social and Governance (ESG)
Investment Guidelines

Under the mandate, Australian Communities Foundation’s
investment manager will be responsible for adhering to

the Foundation’s ESG guidelines. Australian Communities
Foundation believes that good corporate governance is
very important and seeks to promote sound environmental,
social and governance practices. For those investments
which are directly held by Australian Communities
Foundation (i.e. not in a unit trust or other pooled
investment entity) the Foundation has a two pronged
approach to promote good governance and ESG principles:

» specific exclusions for Australian equities where the
company’s dominant purpose or product relates to
tobacco, gambling or weapons;



e Australian Communities Foundation is an active
investor and votes its stock. In determining how to
vote the Foundation takes advice from corporate
governance agencies to ensure it exercises its vote
in an informed and responsible manner.

Investment Performance

The investment objectives of Australian Communities
Foundation’s Funds are based on the assumption that a
high proportion of the Fund will be retained in perpetuity.
The asset allocation of the fund reflects this objective with
the funds invested in a diversified portfolio of equities and
fixed income.

Over the 12 months to June 2011, the markets returned to
relative normality compared to previous years with shares,
property and fixed income all posting positive returns
close to their long term averages. The level of volatility
also reduced substantially, compared to prior years, which

was also pleasing as the Australian and global economies
slowly recovered from the global financial crises. Australian
Communities Foundation continues to adopt a relatively
conservative investment strategy which still enabled the
Australian Communities Foundation Funds to achieve a
return in excess of their relevant benchmarks and also
comfortably ahead of inflation.
