Growing your Gumnut Account 
To give to a Gumnut Account simply fill in the attached form and 
make a commitment to contribute a minimum tax deductible 
donation of $2,000 per year. Contributions can be made either 
$500 quarterly, $1,000 biannually or $2,000 annually.

You can make additional gifts or increase your regular 
contributions, allowing you to grow the Gumnut Account faster.

Income from the Gumnut Account will be reinvested to grow the 
value of the account until it reaches a minimum of $10,000. At 
this point you can request MCF continue to reinvest the income 
or support our grantmaking initiatives such as MacroMelbourne - 
addressing disadvantage in Greater Melbourne.

A Gumnut Account will mature when the balance reaches 
$20,000.  A donor can then apply either to have a named sub-
fund and start making recommendations to MCF for grants to be 
made to particular issues or organisations, or to leave it in with 
the pooled resources to support MCF grantmaking initiatives.

All MCF funds are professionally managed and invested, with a 
positive ethical overlay in a diverse portfolio to grow the capital 
and income.

You can leave a bequest to an MCF Gumnut Account and request 
a named sub-fund, if the bequest brings the minimum balance to 
$100,000.

Establishing a Gumnut Account allows donors to become instantly 
involved with MCF.  

All donors will:

●	 be invited to MCF functions and forums.  

●	 receive newsletters, annual reports and an annual statement. 

●	 be acknowledged in the MCF Annual Report and website.

Melbourne Community Foundation (MCF) is an independent not-
for-profit charitable foundation.  Established in 1997, MCF was 
the first community foundation in Australia. 

MCF offers individuals, families, groups, corporations and 
not-for-profit organisations an easy and satisfying way of giving 
something of real value back to the community that they care 
about. All donations are pooled and invested and the income 
generated from this investment is used over time to help build 
social capital. MCF uses its grantmaking expertise and in-
depth knowledge of community issues to assist donors develop 
strategic giving plans and make effective grants that meet their 
own charitable goals and address needs in the community.

Mission
Melbourne Community Foundation aims to generate and 
distribute philanthropic resources to address emerging social 
issues and meet the needs of its communities.

Structure 
Community Foundation Network Ltd, a company limited by 
guarantee, is a Tax Concession Charity (TCC), which acts as 
trustee for the MCF Tax Deductible Fund, the MCF Extension 
Fund and the Scholarship Fund.

Gumnut Accounts can be created in any of these funds.   

The MCF Board comprises distinguished men and women who 
volunteer to give their time and other resources. The Board 
is responsible for all aspects of MCF’s operations, including 
pooled investments, administration, distribution of grants, audit 
and legal compliance. MCF charges an administration fee of 
1.35% of capital each year. In addition we are very fortunate 
that our investment managers, heavily discount the investment 
management fee of 0.3%.
